AFTER SCHOOL & BREAKFAST CLUB AGREEMENT

After School Club

Every afternoon, weather permitting, we play outside for at least 30 minutes with an assortment of outdoor equipment and playground toys including hula hoops, space hoppers, skipping and football. 
We have use of the school field and play team games and races with the children.
In addition to the imaginative play, games, puzzles, and construction toys that we have at the club, there are arts and craft activities that the children can join in with. 
The children are given the opportunity and support to start their homework and when possible younger children are given the chance to practise their reading.
